1. PRE-FILTER HEH

Clean the Pre-filter, as it removes dust inside the room. In case the Pre-filter is full of dust, the air
flow will decrease and the cooling capacity will be reduced. Further, noise may occur. Be sure to
clean the Pre-filter following the procedure below.

PROCEDURE

@ Remove the filter

@ Vacuum dust from the Pre-filter and air purifying
filter using vacuum cleaner. If there is too much

dust, rinse under running tap water and gently
brush it with soft bristle brush. Allow filters to
dry in shade.
